Early Registration: Children of current preschool and Park Ridge FMC
families will have priority over new students if they register by January 19.
After this date, registration is open to the public.

Withdrawal: Students withdrawing will receive partial refund of tuition
paid if two weeks’ notice is given to the administrator in writing. The regis-
tration fee is nonrefundable.

Insurance: Accident insurance will be provided for students under the
church insurance policy.

Facility Use: The main classroom is located in the northeast corner of the
main floor of the church. The multi-purpose room on the lower level will be
used for large motor skills development. Opportunities for outside play will
occur as weather permits. New Day Christian Preschool has met all of the
requirements necessary to operate in the Town of Greece.
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Daily Schedule: A typical day consists of the following activities: free
playtime, large group lesson, sharing, arts and crafts, snack, story time,
music, and physical activity. Once a week children will be given the
opportunity to share or bring something from home. We encourage parents
to help their child choose interesting and special items from home.

Field Trips: Field trips will be arranged to coincide with various unit
themes throughout the school year.

Details on payment of tuition will be sent with your registration
confirmation. We have three payment options available. A 10%
Multiple child discount is available. We also offer a referral incentive
program and a discount for church members. All payments must be
mailed directly to the church. Accounts five days past due will be
charged a $10 late fee. After ten days the late fee is $25. If an account
becomes more than thirty days past due, the student will not be allowed
to return to school until the account has been paid or other arrange-
ments have been made with the preschool administrator. There is a $25
fee for returned checks.
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Admission Policy: Our program is designed for those children not
enrolled in Kindergarten. New Day Christian Preschool is open to

any child who will be three or four years old by December 1, 2010,

or five years of age, but not yet ready to attend Kindergarten. It is
required that your child be toilet trained. In compliance with New
York State Law, it is necessary that each child have a physical
examination by a qualified physician and have had all inoculations
prior to entering school. Appropriate forms will be sent with your
registration confirmation.
